Other Rules and Precedent Used to Operate the Market

1. 
A copy of the By-Laws must be given to each member.

2.
All suggestions, complaints, comments must be presented in writing to the Board of Directors, signed by the member with their name, address, and telephone number.

3.
A current directory of all members with voting status will be given to all members at each annual meeting.

4.
Space Assignment and Seniority System for all members eligible to reserve a selling space:


a.   
Space assigned previous season is automatically re-assigned.

b.
Request for different or additional space will be assigned, if space available, first come, first serve, by seniority system:



1.  Number of years with 17 weeks or more, if tie:



2.  Number of years with 27 weeks or more

3.  If tie in number of years with 17 weeks or more but no years over 27 weeks then total number of weeks over 17 breaks tie



4.  If tie at 17 and 27 weeks then total number of weeks over 17 breaks tie

5.
15 space limit on sellers who produce only crafts or prepared foods (e.g. baked goods).  Crafts and prepared foods vendors can reserve only one space.

6.
Members wishing to sell a new category of product (example-a baker now wants to sell produce) than they have previously must fill out a new application and be approved by the Board of Directors.

7.
Number of weeks sold at either market count towards 17 needed for active/voting member requirement as long as not from both markets in the same week(s).

8.
Temporary Seller Program:


a.  New temporary seller- new applicant


b.  Old temporary seller- associate member from previous years

c.  Priority for assigning open spaces during market season is: old temps, old temps from the other market, new temps (farmers have priority over crafts and bakers).


d.  Temporary sellers can loose space at any time if all reserved spaces are filled. 

e.  Temporary sellers must call the manager Thursday evening before they plan to sell on Saturday to see if there is space for them.

f.   If a temporary seller sells 17 weeks or more then they become a full active member of the     market.

9. 
A minimum of 14 active members must be re-inspected each year.

10. 
No more than 50% of the spaces under the shelters may be reserved by multiple space sellers.

11.
Sellers requesting a second space must file a request with the Market Manager at the beginning of the selling season prior to the year in which you want the second space.

12.
A farm unit is defined as one business.

13.
A member who violates the re-sell rule must:

a.
Resign from Board of Directors immediately

b.
Never again be nominated, elected or serve on the Board in other positions or office of the Market

c.
Must be re-inspected before next market day

d.
For remainder of season may only sell products at the Market that have been seen and approved by inspection team

e.
In the future only be able to sell products approved by periodic inspection

14.
At the Wednesday Market, the ratio of Farmers to Crafts will be the same as Saturday, 20:4.  Sellers must sell by the 3rd week of the Market to maintain reserved space.

15. 
Only one Crafts member is allowed to serve on the Board at any one time.

16.
The maximum depth of a seller’s display is measured from the front of the brick columns to the back of the turf stone for a total of 20 feet. Sellers may park a vehicle beyond their display area as long as it does not infringe upon any other seller.  Only one vehicle & trailer per space.

17.
Sellers may use, but not reserve, a contiguous 3rd space with out limit on how many days it can be used.

14.
To change a seller’s Market status, seller must submit an application in February. The seller is monitored at Market and possibly inspected. Final decision made by Board at end of season.

15.
A seller is prohibited from posting any sign that advertises for sale a product that the given seller cannot legitimately sell at Market. 

16. 
Incomplete new seller applications are not eligible for review.

17.
Donations that do not involve the exchange of products for money are acceptable in Free Speech Zone.
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
