Other Rules and Precedents from 2006 and 2007 Minutes

Carrboro Farmers’ Market

2/5/2008

Members of the market, classified as farmers, may sell upon approval of an amended application, prepared foods made with non farm products. To retain farmer classification, more than 50% of the vender’s display must be farm products for (1) at least 17 weeks each year, and (2) 50% of the total number of markets attended by the member that year.

Members of the market classed as farmers may sell, upon approval of an amended application, non-farm crafts. These crafts must meet all guidelines contained herein, be reviewed by the crafts committee and be approved by the board of directors. To retain farmer classification, more than 50% of the vender’s display must be farm products for (1) at least 17 weeks each year and (2) 50% of the total number of markets attended by the member that year.

12/10/2007

The market will have an independent professional bookkeeper handle the markets books from now on

11/6/2007

The number of random re-inspections required by the board annually has increased to 14

10/9/2007

No long term storage of processed items for sale at market outside the 50-mile radius limit will be allowed. Storage will be limited to no more than 30 days past the completion of processing to allow the producer efficiencies in transport to and from the processing plant. 

After ten years of active membership a vender may take off all or part of a year from the market and may regain all rights of active membership upon return, such as voting rights, reserved spot and seniority listing. A vender can exercise this option every ten years, but ten years must elapse between sabbaticals. Notification of sabbatical must be submitted in writing to the board including the beginning and ending dates.

9/11/2007

Employees or any member of the farm unit working at market with venders cannot park their vehicle on Fidelity, Laurel, Bim, Ashe, in Laurel St. Municipal Lot or any of the town hall lots adjacent to the market during market hours. Disciplinary action is as follows: The first time a warning to the farm unit, the second time a $100 fine to the farm unit. 

The market will now operate year round , every Saturday, hours of operation subject to change

The Meat Guidelines have been adopted and outline all the rules applicable to a vender who sells meat.

6/12/2007

All items must be grown and produced, processed and stored within a fifty-mile radius of the market and within North Carolina. In order to process a product outside the fifty-mile radius a vender must obtain a waiver from the board. 

Mid week market venders are allowed to sell on Saturdays as temporary sellers if space is available and only if they have attended their mid-week market. The venders are to be managed under the temp seller guidelines that week and will not become a Saturday vender if they obtain 17 weeks at market.

4/10/2007

To be added to second space application procedures: The board must review the applicants through out the season, in May, June, July and August at board meetings held.

A cap on the number of second space venders is made at 50% total spaces under the shelter and at 1/3 or the total spaces for the whole market (shelter and outfield combined).

3/6/2007

The board considers the Thursday market to have 20 managed spaces, thus meaning that 18% of that is 4 and the number of prepared food venders/ Craft venders allowed to sell there.

2/24/2007

The annual meeting will always be on the second to last Saturday in February with the snow date the following Saturday

1/9/2007

Venders are allowed to miss two weeks each season and send a sub (someone other than the farm unit member) for those two weeks to the market and sell for them. Two weeks only, for each market, for each season.

12/12/2006

Prepared Food and Craft vender caps at market is 18% which allows for 15 at the Saturday market and 5 at the Wed. market.
